1. The origin of temptation, verses 13-14
a. Not from God, verse 13
b. From inward desire, verse 14
2. The results of yielding to temptation, verse 15
a. First sin, verse 15
b. Then death, verse 15
3. The reward of enduring temptation, verse 12
a. Blessedness, verse 12
b. A crown of life, verse 12
