“But in those days, following that distress, ‘the sun will be       

darkened, and the moon will not give its light; the stars will fall 

from the sky, and the heavenly bodies will be shaken” 

Mark 13:24,25 

 
1. The sun would be darkened as well as the moon. Webster’s 

New International Dictionary describes the Dark Day taking place 

on May 19
th
, 1780 when an unexplained darkness extended over 

all of New England 

2. ‘One of the most remarkable of these meteor showers came 

after midnight on November 12
th
, 1833 – as many as 200,000
