 Ephesians 2:18 

1. Our access to God is not direct  

2. Our access to God is through Jesus  

3. The Holy Spirit is involved in prayer 

4. Why can’t I speak to God direct?

1. We can have confidence before God  

2. We can receive anything we want from God—if we

1. We are to ask for things from God  

2. God hears our prayers 

3. We need to find out God’s will and then any of our prayers 

can be answered 

4. How can I get to know God’s will?
